








(iii) Bring together those within The Episcopal Church who develop, provide and/or teach health care
and health policy to continue to develop a Christian approach to pressing issues that affect the
health care system of this nation;

(iv) Understand and keep abreast of the rapidly changing health care market and developments in
biomedical research that affect health policy;

w) Collect and develop resources and teaching materials related to access to health care for the use
of dioceses, congregations, and individuals;

i) Advocate health ministry in and through local Episcopal congregations; and

(vii) Discharge such other duties as shall be assigned by the General Convention.

Title: Amend Canon 1.1.2 [Add Standing Commission on National
Concerns]

Legislative Action Taken: Concurred as Amended

Final Text:

Resolved, That Title 1, Canon 1.2(n) is hereby amended by the addition of the following:

(7) A Standing Commission on National Concerns consisting of 16 members (2 Bishops, 6 Priests and/or
Deacons and 8 Lay Persons). It shall be the duty of the Commission to identify, study and consider general
policies, priorities and concerns about the theological, ethical and pastoral issues and strategies as to the
ministries of this Church serving Christ to strive for justice and peace among all peoples through the
proclamation of the Gospel and to develop and recommend to the General Convention comprehensive
and coordinated policies and strategies applicable to the same.

This Resolution shall be effective as from the date of adoption.

Title: Establish an Executive Council Commission on HIV/AIDS
Legislative Action Taken: Concurred As Amended
Final Text:

Resolved, the House of Bishops concurring, That the 71st General Convention establish a commission
on HIV/AIDS whese duty it shall be to focus the Church's attention on the theological, ethical and
pastoral questions inherent in the HIV/AIDS crises; to develop recommendations and strategies to
increase awareness throughout the Church of the HIV/AIDS crises; to facilitate communication with
and among the several organizations, institutions and programs engaged in HIV/AIDS ministries
within and related to the Church; and to advocate to the Church and to the world concern for those
affected with the HIV/AIDS; and be it further

Resolved, That the commission on HIV/AIDS shall consist of 1 Bishop, 3 Presbyters or Deacons and
5 Lay Persons; and be it further

Resolved, That the Commission on HIV/AIDS shall be a commission of Executive Council; shall report
regularly to the Executive Council on its activities and progress; and shall report to the General
Convention in 1997 and thereafter; and be it further

Resolved, That there be appropriated from the Program Budget of the General Convention the sum
0f $37,360.00 for the triennium for the expenses of the commission on HIV/AIDS, subject to inclusion
in the budget.

Title: Request the Presiding Bishop to Appoint a Committee on the Status
of Women

Legislative Action Taken: Concurred As Submitted

Final Text:

Resolved, the House of Bishops concurring, That this 69th General Convention request the Presiding
Bishop to appoint a Committee on the Status of Women, which would report to Executive Council.
Its responsibilities would include:

-- supporting and advising the Presiding Bishop on matters affecting the participation of women in
the Church, including assisting in the identification of women for appointment to various Church
bodies;

-- serving as advisory body to the Office of Women in Mission and Ministry;

-- maintaining advocacy for women's ministries, and for the justice issues which particularly affect
women; and

-- continuing the monitoring and analysis of patterns of women's participation in the Church; and be
it further

Resolved, That the committee be composed of not more than twelve (12) members, appointed by the
Presiding Bishop and confirmed by Executive Council, with its members reflecting the diversity of
the worshipping community of the Episcopal Church, and including a bishop, priest(s), deacon(s),
and lay persons with specific interest in and concern for the participation of women in the mission
and ministry of the Church.

Resolution Number: 1982-A080

Title: Implement "The Jubilee Ministry" to Meet Basic Human Needs
Legislative Action Taken: Concurred As Amended

Final Text:

Resolved, the House of Deputies concurring, That the 67th General Convention affirms that a ministry
of joint discipleship in Christ with poor and oppressed people, wherever they are found, to meet basic
human needs and to build a just society, is at the heart of the mission of the Church; and be it further
Resolved, That the Executive Council is directed to implement and co-ordinate with other programs
of the Church the following functions of a priority ministry commitment by this Church to be called
"The Jubilee Ministry'':

1.

Consciousness Raising. To challenge and confront the members of the Episcopal
Church and other churches, through conferences, seminars, study materials,
Christian education programs, and this Church's seminaries to understand
the facts of poverty and injustice, encouraging them to take an active role in
meeting the needs of poor and oppressed people and in the struggles against
the causes of such suffering.

Designated Jubilee Centers. Through a sub-committee of the Coalition for
Human Needs to locate and affirm as Jubilee Centers those congregations,
including ecumenical clusters, already directly engaged in mission and ministry
among and with poor people, so that their experience can be studied and the
learnings used by other parishes to become Jubilee Centers.

Training. For leadership of, and involvement in, Jubilee Ministry, through
academic-year field training for clergy and seminarians, summer work
programs, seminars and classes for clergy and lay volunteers, including poor
and oppressed people and indigenous leaders, sabbaticals, shared work between
parishes in partnership, and utilization of retirees.

Human Resources. To identify persons with gifts and skills helpful in Jubilee
Ministry, establish a retrieval system, and match personnel with Jubilee Center
needs.

Research and Evaluation. To select particular Jubilee Ministries with significant
potential as models, and to communicate their work and methodology to the
whole Church.

Publications. To publish a quarterly journal at a nominal price to report on
issues which affect the poor, public and church policy related to those issues,
theological reflection, and local models of Jubilee Ministry, as well as occasional
papers and books on related concerns.

Network for Public Policy. To cooperate closely with such organizations as the
Episcopal Urban Caucus, the Standing Commission on the Church in Small
Communities, the Appalachian Peoples Service Organization (APSO) and
Coalition Fourteen (C-14) and others, in developing an active network able
to respond quickly and significantly on public issues of peace and justice.
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8. Evangelism and Congregational Development. To seek and implement additional
ways of urban and rural evangelism, especially in the formation of
non-caucasian congregations.

9.  Jubilee Ministry Grants. To be made by the Coalition for Human Needs
commission through the Executive Council, in accordance with the procedures
and guidelines in the report of the Standing Commission on the Church in
Metropolitan Areas, representing, in sum, a concrete expression of the priority
commitment made by this Church in the foregoing resolution.

Resolved, the House of concurring, That the 76th General Convention discontinue

the Executive Council Committee on the Status of Women, the Executive Council Jubilee
Advisory Committee and the Executive Council Committee on HIV/AIDS.

EXPLANATION:

The Committee on the Status of Women has served as an advisory group for the Women's Desk at the
Church Center and has also studied various policy issues such as trafficking of women and children. The
advisory functions should be provided, as needed, by a group established under administrative policy, while
the policy issues would usually come within the mandate of the Standing Commission on National
Concerns. If that Commission's title and mandate are changed as recommended elsewhere in this report,
the policy issues related to women in the world will even more clearly fit within it. The Jubilee Advisory
Committee's functions should be provided, as needed, by an advisory group established under
administrative policy. The policy work of the Committee on HIV/AIDS should be undertaken by the
Standing Commission on Health, now that it has been reestablished and funded. The program work related
to HIV/AIDS education and services will continue to be done by the National Episcopal AIDS Coalition
(NEAC), which would work closely with the Standing Commission on Health regarding policy initiatives.
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
