Title: On the Topic of Contributing to Strains on the Communion
Legislative Action Taken: Rejected

Text of the Resolution:

Resolved, the House of Bishops concurring, That the 75th General Convention of The Episcopal Church
regret the extent to which we have, by action and inaction, contributed to strains on communion and
caused deep offense to many faithful Anglican Christians as we consented to the consecration of a bishop
living openly in a same-gender union. Accordingly, we urge nominating committees, electing conventions,
Standing Committees, and bishops with jurisdiction to exercise very considerable caution in the
nomination, election, consent to, and consecration of bishops whose manner of life present a challenge to
the wider church and will lead to further strains on communion.

Resolved, That the 74th General Convention remain steadfast in seeking to encourage the strength
and mission of the Episcopal Church and the Anglican Communion. This 74th General Convention
is called to renew our commitment to the fullness of our Anglican Heritage. We are further called to
act and legislate in ways that honor our Anglican traditions and Holy Scripture; and that unify our
worldwide Christian witness and mission.
