Legislative Action Taken: Concurred As Sub stituted and Ame nded 

Final Text: 

Resolved, the House of Bishops concurring, That the 70th General Convention support in principle the 
convening of an international and cross-cultural Anglican conference in order to initiate an ongoing 
discussion on the theology of Christian mission; and be it fur ther 
Resolved, That the Standing Commission on World Mission be requested to: 

1.	 Consult with the Council of Seminary Deans and the Seminary Consultation 
on Mission, and with the Council for Global Mission regarding such a 
conference; 

2.	 Seek funding with the consent of Executive Council from sources outside the 
budget of the Episcopal Church to support such a conference; 

3.	 Place the proposal for such a conference before the Anglican Consultative 
Council for its counsel and coordination; and 

4.	 Report to the 71st General Convention on the implementation ofthis resolution.

Legislative Action Taken: Concurred As Submitted 

Final Text: 

Resolved, the House of Bishops concurring , That the Executive Council be charged with responsibility 
for the continual updating of the "Venture in Mission Casebook" which has served as a valuable tool 
in identifying the needs of our worldwide mission. The updated Casebook, with its listing of current 
high-priority mission needs, shall be known as the "Catalogue of Mission Opportunities." It shall be 
prepared for distribution as soon as possible, and be kept before individuals, congregations, dioceses, 
and other units of the Anglican Communion, as our ongoing and necessary tool for the one Mission 
of Christ.

So, although there is a fundamental unity to the good 
news, it is shaped by the great diversity of places, times and cultures in which we live, proclaim and 
embody it. We recognize that there are many ways to adapt the five marks of mission to local and cultural 
contexts, and we encourage this adaptation as an essentially Anglican way of following Christ.
