2.	 Encouraging similar efforts between the National Hispanic office and other 
Provinces; 

3.	 Initiating, through present staff support, a study of further ways and means 
to reach regions of the United States where the Hispanic population has 
substantially increased; 

4.	 Reporting the results to the 70th Convention of the Episcopal Church.

Resolved, the House of Bishops concurring, That this 68th General Convention commend the proposal 
for Asian-Hispanic Ministry Development prepared by the Province of the Pacific as a useful model 
for non-Anglo ministry development in the Episcopal Church, and recommend that it be funded in 
the 1986-88 triennium through the Program Development Budget of the Church, in partnership with 
the Province of the Pacific.

Fundamental to the identity of the Episcopal Church is its welcoming and hospitable environment, a 
phrase that relates to hospitality and welcoming, and connects it to the Eucharist, is "Welcoming all to the 
Table."
