EXPLANATION:

There are two principle reasons this Canon ought to be modified as proposed. First, the current Canon
ignores and implicitly dismisses the important ministry of other canonically chosen bishops who serve the
diocese: Coadjutor, Suffragan and Assistants. Second, it is extremely important, for the good ordering of
the Church, for parish visitations to be carried out in a way that communicates the importance of that
congregation to the larger life of the Diocese. However, in Dioceses with a large number of congregations
it is virtually impossible to provide those carefully planned visitations and meet the Canonical requirement
of a three year cycle, carried out solely by the Diocesan Bishop.
