Resolution Number: 1988-A133 

Title: Translate and Publish the Constitution and Canons in Spanish 

Legislative Action Taken: Concurred As Substituted and Amended 

Final Text: 

Resolved, the House of Bishops concurring, That: 

1.	 Following the actions of the 69th General Convention, the Executive Council 
shall cause a Spanish translation of The Constitution and Canons of the 
Episcopal Church to be prepared and have the same published as inexpensively 
as possible for distribution at cost to those requesting the same. 

2.	 Following the extensive revision of Title III and the inclusive language revisions 
contemplated at the 70th General Convention, the Executive Council shall 
cause the Spanish translation of The Constitution and Canons of the Episcopal 
Church to be revised and printed in bound form for general distribution. 

3.	 Thereafter, the Spanish translation of The Constitution and Canons shall be 
revised following each General Convention by republication or as may be 
otherwise appropriate under the circumstances.

Title: Amend Canon III .S [Add Sec. 3: Examinations in Any Appropriate 
Language] 

Legislative Action Taken: Concurred As Amended 

Final Text: 

Resolved, the House ofDeputies concurring, That Title III, Canon 5, is hereby amended by the addition 
of a new Section 3, to read as follows: 

Sec. 3. In the case ofa Candidate who, by reason oflanguage, culture or training, is suitedfor a Ministry 
in rural, urban, ethnic or culturalsituations, where there is an urgent needfor ministry, the examinations 
required by Title Ill, Canon 5, Section ira) may be conducted in the language appropriate to the ethnic 
or cultural situation in which the Ministry is to be exercised. The Candidate shall also demonstrate 
knowledge ofthe history and culture, including cultural theology, ofthe ethnic or culturalgroup in which 
the Ministry is to be exercised.
